Your doctor will perform a series of evaluations to determine the likely cause of
your Dry Eye. This can include a LipiView® tear film assessment and a Meibomian
gland evaluation. Knowing what is causing your Dry Eye will help your doctor
determine the best treatment option.

LipiView® Ocular Surface Interferometer

With the recent introduction of the LipiView®, physicians now have a new tool to
observe the tear film on the surface of your eye using digital images. A LipiView®
image of the tear film can be captured during a non-invasive in-office exam that
takes about 5 minutes.

The LipiView® is the first device of its kind that enables your doctor to assess
the tear film by capturing images that measure the thickness of the lipid (oil)
component. This process is non-invasive and takes about 5 minutes.

Next is a closer look at what’s happening at the gland level. With the use of the
Meibomian Gland Evaluator™ your doctor can examine the quantity and quality of
lipids (oils) being released from your glands.

LipiFlow® is a new procedure designed to treat the root cause of Evaporative
Dry Eye, blocked Meibomian glands. Opening and clearing these blocked
glands can allow them to resume natural production of lipids (oils) needed

for a healthy tear film.

Some treatments attempt to add more liquid to your tears, but without the
complex natural oil, tears continue to evaporate faster than produced.

At the heart of the LipiFlow® Thermal Pulsation System is the
Activator (eyepiece). The Activator uses patented, precisely
controlled heat applied to the inner eyelid with adaptive
pressure encouraging your body to restart the natural
production of lipids (oils) needed for healthy tears. Its
single-use design and built-in sensors ensure a safe,
sterile treatment. The treatment is performed right

in your doctor’s office—and in some cases, on
the same day as your evaluation.

The TearScience LipiFlow® technology is based on more than 25 years of
research into the cause of Dry Eye.

Over 25,000 treatments for Meibomian Gland Dysfunction and Dry Eye
symptoms have been completed with LipiFlow, including patients in a
randomized, controlled, multi-center clinical trial.

The randomized, controlled trial showed statistically significant improvement,
on average, for the number of Meibomian glands releasing clear liquid (oil).
This study also showed significant improvement, on average, in patient self-
reported Dry Eye symptoms with the use of the independently validated
Standard Patient Evaluation of Eye Dryness (SPEED) symptoms questionnaire.
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The graphs above refer to the results of a nine center, randomized, controlled
trial conducted in 2009 showing clinically meaningful improvement in the
primary endpoint, which measure Meibomian gland functionality, and the
secondary endpoint of Dry Eye symptoms.

The LipiFlow® is a prescription device. Tell your doctor if you have a history of
eye problems, eye infections, eye allergies, dry eyes, recent eye surgeries or
injuries, or if you’re using any eye medications or have punctal plugs. You're not
a candidate for the LipiFlow® treatment if you’ve had recent eye surgery, eye
injury, herpes of the eye or chronic eye inflammation.

Possible side effects include redness, burning, stinging, discharge, blurred
vision, dryness, and sensitivity to light. Federal law restricts these devices to
sale by or on the order of a licensed doctor.
